With the renova-
tions, now 18 of the 326 units are completely ADA compliant. The sidewalks, parking lots and through-streets
have been repaired and resurfaced. Construction of the new leasing office and playground is set to be complete
by the end of 2016.

Romney Meadows’ new property manager LaTonya Fleming, with American Apartment Management Company
Inc. (AAMCI), lives on the property and is available to meet the needs of residents with an upgraded, engaging
style of leadership essential to helping Romney Meadows become a place of choice for low-income families.
AAMCI is a member of NAHMA (National Affordable Housing Management Association) and IRHP (Institute
for Responsible Housing Preservation). Romney Meadows has also partnered with the Bauer Head Start Pro-
gram to offer residents childcare and educational opportunities at no cost.
