MEMORIAL ISLAND
Dedicated in 1949, Memorial Island is a gathering 
place for individuals and families to enjoy outdoor en-
tertainment and learn about the history of Tippecanoe 
County’s brave veterans. 

From 2015-2021, a series of major improvements took 
place thanks to the Memorial Island Master Plan. The 
plan entailed the addition of new memorials, the dredg-
ing, cleaning, and restocking of the lagoon, a vast land-
scaping transformation, construction of a brand new 
amphitheater with a state-of-the-art sound system, 
new pedestrian bridges and boardwalk, enhanced ADA 
accessibility throughout, as well as a new bio-filtration 
system for the lagoon.

In 2023, the new Columbian Park restroom building 
opened to the public. The new facility is located just 
east of the Memorial Island amphitheater. Drinking 
fountains, café table umbrellas, and pergola swings 
were added to the Memorial Island area in 2023 as well.

SIA PLAYGROUND
The innovative playground includes distinct areas spe-
cifically designed for children ranging from tots to teens 
and features an ADA accessible playground. The SIA 
Playground is located near the corner of Park and Wal-
lace Avenues. Adult supervision is recommended.

COMING SOON: In 2024, Columbian Park is set to re-
ceive a brand new playground to replace the main upper 
level structure (originally installed in 1999).
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COLUMBIAN PARK: LOEB STADIUM

LOEB STADIUM
Loeb Stadium stands on the corner of Main Street 
and Wallace Avenue across from the Original Fro-
zen Custard and Arni's Pizza. The stadium over-
looks historic Columbian Park with beautiful views 
of Tropicanoe Cove and the Columbian Park Zoo. 
The original Loeb Stadium was built in 1940. Thanks 
to a generous gift from Bert and June Loeb, in 1971, 
the stadium was named in honor of Solomon Loeb.  
 
Dedicated in spring of 2021, the new multi-use stadi-
um features two concession areas, three indoor suites, 
three outdoor party decks, retail and office space, and 
a state-of-the-art video board. Between lawn seating 
and stadium seating, the new facility features a seating 
capacity of approximately 2,600. The venue is a multi-
use facility hosting other sporting events like soccer, 
community events, family movie nights, concerts, etc. 
The new Loeb Stadium serves as the home of the La-
fayette Jefferson High School Bronchos as well as the 
summer collegiate team, the Lafayette Aviators.

In 2023, the stadium hosted 181 games, practices, and 
special events, including three major music events by 
national touring acts: 1980's band Air Supply, country 
music star Scotty McCreery, and the Taylor Swift Laser 
Dance Party.

COLUMBIAN PARK EXPRESS TRAIN

The new hand-painted, wooden carousel will feature 
some of the community’s favorite animals from the 
Columbian Park Zoo as well as horses and endangered 
species.

ARMSTRONG PARK
809 Beck Lane
Armstrong Park is a beautifully landscaped park named 
in honor of astronaut and Purdue alumnus Neil Arm-
strong. Located on Lafayette’s south side, the 30-acre 
park is a favorite destination for families. Walkers enjoy 
the 2/3 mile paved trail that surrounds a peaceful pond. 
Other park amenities include three youth baseball 
fields, open green space, and restrooms. Armstrong is 
also home to Castaway Bay.  A 50-seat picnic shelter is 
available for rentals. Catch and release fishing is permit-
ted on site; all state regulations apply. NEW IN 2023: 
Armstrong Park received a brand new playground (pic-
tured above) more than doubling the square footage of 
the park's former playground. In addition to the new 
playground, the park also received major renovations to 
its basketball and tennis courts as well as improvements 
to its baseball fields.

CAT PARK AND SOCCER FIELDS
3630 McCarty Lane
Thanks to a partnership with Caterpillar, Inc. in 2001, 
Lafayette Parks and Recreation was able to turn 32 
acres of land into CAT Park and Soccer Fields. CAT Park 
contains nine soccer fields and a restroom/conces-
sion building. NEW IN 2023: a brand new all-inclusive 
sports field. This new addition features an all-abilities 
sports field with poured-in place rubber surfacing, two 
dugouts, a covered announcer’s booth, scoreboard, and 
spectator seating. The special field surface material is 
ADA compliant and allows participation from individu-
als with all levels of physical abilities. COMING SOON: 
in fall of 2023, ground was broken on a new all-inclu-
sive restroom and concessions building thanks to a 
generous gift from the Scheumann Family Foundation. 
The next phase of the CAT Park project will include an 
all-abilities, wheelchair-accessible playground. Fund 
development for the playground has begun and design 
is expected to be completed in 2024.

CROSSER SPORTS COMPLEX
2200 Breckenridge Street
The 15-acre Crosser Sports Complex opened in sum-
mer of 2020. Located on Lafayette’s south side, the 
park features four competition-sized, lighted girls’ soft-
ball fields, a restroom/concession/press box building, 
playground, paved trail, and parking. Crosser Sports 
Complex is the home of Lafayette Girls Softball League.  
This park was made possible by the Scheumann Family 
Foundation, Westport Homes, Tempest Homes, Crosser 
Family Foundation, Spartan Trail Foundation, and River 
City Church, among other community partners.

MUNGER PARK
3505 Greenbush Street
Munger Park is a 32-acre park located in the northeast 
portion of Lafayette. The park was named in recogni-
tion of a generous gift from Thomas and Alice Munger. 
It features a pond, one-mile paved trail, multi-age play-
ground, grill, open green space, wildflower areas, and 
restrooms.  A  100-seat picnic shelter is available for 
rent. Catch and release fishing is permitted on site; all 
state regulations apply.  NEW IN 2023: Munger Park 
received a brand new playground thanks to a CDBG 
(Community Development Block Group) allocation to 
the City of Lafayette from the Department of Housing 
and Urban Development (pictured below).

MCCAW PARK
3745 Union Street
Named in recognition of a generous gift from Bill and Mi-
chele McCaw in 1996, this popular park is located on the 
east side of Lafayette. The 26-acre site boasts a state-of-
the-art playground, three lighted and newly renovated 
youth baseball fields, grills, open green space and wild-
flower areas, and restrooms. McCaw Park is also home 
to the state’s largest outdoor pickleball facility. COMING 
SOON: new restroom building, parking lot expansion, and 
McPaw Dog Park.

The McPaw Dog Park (pictured above) will feature 5 dif-
ferent paddocks, including a paddock for small breeds, 
doggy spray pad, shade structures, doggy playground, and 
dog wash station, among other amenities. 

MURDOCK PARK
2100 Cason Street
Murdock Park occupies 39 acres of urban forest. Fea-
tured is a 0.52-mile interpretive trail that allows visitors 
to identify nearly 40 varieties of trees located within the 
park. The sled run is a favorite wintertime attraction in 
Lafayette, entertaining kids and adults alike. Katy’s Cab-
in provides sled rentals, hot chocolate, and concessions. 
When cold temperatures prevail, a snow machine helps 
ensure the perfect sledding conditions. Three consec-
utive days of freezing temperatures must occur before 
snow is made. Other attractions include a multi-age play-
ground (new in 2022), a redesigned 18-hole disc golf 
course, Brian Cardinal basketball court, grill, restrooms, 
and picnic areas. Two 50-seat picnic shelters are available 
to rent. A new restroom facility is set to open in spring 
2024.

SHAMROCK PARK AND DOG PARK
115 Wabash Avenue
Shamrock Park is located adjacent to the Wabash River 
just minutes from downtown Lafayette. The 11-acre park 
is home to Lafayette’s first dog park as well as a multi-
age playground, roller hockey rink/bike polo, basketball 
courts, grills, and a picnic area. A 50-seat shelter is avail-
able to rent. A small boat ramp provides free access to 
the river. Fishing is permitted on site; all state regulations 
apply.

This open, tree-lined setting provides park patrons and 
their dogs with three large fenced areas for large dogs 
and one fenced area for small dogs. Members can ac-
cess the park via key fob, which can be obtained by pur-
chasing a Dog Park Annual Membership or a Week Pass.

MCALLISTER PARK
North 9th Street
McAllister Park is named in recognition of the many 
generous contributions made by A.J. and Dorothy 
McAllister to the Lafayette Parks system. The scenic 280-
acre park is located along the banks of the Wabash River. 
McAllister Park contains open green space, a model 
airplane strip, two disc golf courses, and a portion of the 
Wabash Heritage Trail. A bike path along North 9th Street 
connects the city to the park. Fishing is permitted on site; 
all state regulations apply. 

LYBOULT SPORTS PARK
1300 Canal Road
Named in honor of former Parks Superintendent Sam 
Lyboult, this 52-acre park is located north of the Harrison 
Street bridge. Attractions include three lighted softball 
fields, horseshoe complex, picnic areas, and portions of 
the Wabash Heritage Trail. Public restrooms are available 
on site.
